Eighteenth Sunday in Ordinary Time
Dear parishioners,

This coming Friday we will celebrate the Feast of the
Transfiguration of the Lord. This is a significant event in
salvation history. We actually celebrate this event twice
during our liturgical year. We hear this reading during
Lent, approximately forty days before Good Friday. We
also hear this reading on August 6t, which is forty days
before we celebrate the Triumph of the Cross on Septem-
ber 14n,

In this event Jesus took three of his disciples up onto a
mountain and was transfigured before them. Jesus did
this for several reasons. Jesus had warned his disciples
that he was going to have to suffer, die, and rise on the
third day. They most
was talking about. The transfiguration showed the three
disciples what Jesus would look like after his resurrec-
tion. They would get a preview of Jesus in his glory. This
would give them strength and reassurance for the day in
which Jesus would be crucified. They would have hope
that Jesus®6 death

third thing it would do for the disciples is to give them an
idea of how people would look after being raised from
the dead.

This event is also significant for us because it gives us
HOPE. We have hope that a bright future awaits us too.
Hope gives us strength for the journey. When we have
something so positive to believe in then this helps us to
take up our cross every day and follow Jesus, despite how
heavy our cross may seem. We believe and trust in the
risen Lord, and in the resurrection. Through the eyes of
the three disciples we have seen the future; and the future
is filled with glory for
