Twentieth Sunday in Ordinary Time   
Dear parishioners, 
 
This weekend we celebrate the Assumption of the 
Blessed Virgin Mary into heaven.  August 15 th hap-
pens to fall on a Sunday this year, so our Church 
gives precedence to this solemnity over the 20th Sun-
day in Ordinary Time.  It is a special celebration for 
us as we honor our Blessed Mother as she was as-
sumed body and soul into heaven.   
 
There is no scriptural basis for this event, so why do 
we have this celebration at all?  Well, part of our 
faith is not only based on Sacred Scripture, but it is 
also based on Tradition.  òSacred Tradition and Sa-
cred Scripture, then, are bound closely together and 
communicate one with the other.  For both of them, 
flowing out from the same divine well -spring, come 
together in some fashion to form one thing and 
move towards the same goal.ó  Each of them makes 
present and fruitful in the Church the mystery of 
Christ.ó (Catechism of the Catholic Church (CCC), 
80) 
 
Our Tradition holds that Mary was assumed into 
heaven at the end of her life.  òòFinally the Immacu-
late Virgin, preserved free from all stain of original 
sin, when the course of her earthly life was finished, 
was taken up body and soul into heavenly glory, 
and exalted by the Lord as Queen over all things, so 
that she might be the more fully conformed to her 
Son, the Lord of lords and conqueror of sin and 
death.ó  The Assumption of the Blessed Virgin is a 
singular participation in her Sonõs Resurrection and 
an anticipation of the resurrection of other Chris-
tians.ó (CCC 966)   
 
In her Assumption, as stated above, Mary partici-
pated in the Resurrection and was more fully con-
formed to the Sacred Heart of her Son Jesus.  This 
event also points to the Resurrection for all of us.  
What Mary experienced is an example of what is in 
store for Christians who are faithful and remain 
close to the Sacred Heart of Jesus.  Our Blessed 
Mother will help us do this with her prayers and 
guidance.  One day, God willing, we will experience 
the Resurrection ourselves and live in the glory of 
God.
