Nineteenth Sunday in Ordinary Time  
 

Dear parishioners, 
 
Part of a pastorõs job is to be a good steward of the re-
sources entrusted to him.  God expects us to take care of a 
part of His Kingdom (with the help of His grace), and the 
local Bishop expects us to do the same with a part of his 
diocese.  The caring of souls is, of course, the most impor-
tant aspect of ministry.  As a priest and pastor I am asked 
to lead people closer to Christ, to provide the sacraments, 
and to help them grow in holiness.   
 
There are many aspects to maintaining the resources of a 
parish.  I will always remember the time that a lady came 
up to me five minutes before Mass was to begin on a Sun-
day morning, I was already in my vestments and ready to 
celebrate Mass when she informed me that there were no 
more paper-towels in the womenõs restroom.  I thanked 
her for telling me this, and told her that I would get to it 
just as soon as I could.  Yes, being the steward of the par-
ish resources sometimes even involves custodial duties.  
 
Being a good steward of a parishõs resources also involves 
the mundane work of caring for the aging facilities.  Any-
body who owns a house knows about the upkeep of the 
building itself.  There are currently three projects which 
are either almost completed or will begin soon.  One is 
actually not a building, but it is the Catholic Story Ladder 
at St. Francis Xavier Mission in Toledo.  A new ladder is 
being made and will soon be completed.  A second pro-
ject that will begin soon is the repair of the windows that 
were vandalized at Sacred Heart Church in Winlock.  
This project will begin toward the end of August.  The 
third project is the restoration of the windows on the 
south side of St. Maryõs Church in Centralia.  This project 
will also begin very soon.  It will be nice to have the win-
dows at these two churches looking nice again.  The 
Archdiocese has given permission to proceed with all of 
these projects.   
 
Of course, the regular maintenance of the facilities would 
not be possible without the help of so many volunteers, 
and the financial support of the parishioners.  I want to 
thank our benefactors and volunteers for all that you do 
to keep our facilities looking good and in keeping our 
parishes vibrant.  May God bless you for your generosity.

Este proyecto comenzará a fina-

les de Agosto. El tercer proyecto es la restauración de las ven-

tanas en el lado sur de la Parroquia Santa Maria en Centralia. 

Este proyecto también comenzará muy pronto. Será bueno que 

las ventanas de estas dos parroquias se vean bien. La Ar-

quidiócesis ha dado permiso para seguir adelante con todos 

estos proyectos. 
 

Por supuesto, el mantenimiento regular de las instalaciones no 

sería posible sin la ayuda de tantas personas voluntarias y el 

apoyo financiero de los feligreses. Quiero dar las gracias a 

nuestros benefactores y voluntarios por todo lo que hacen para 

mantener nuestras instalaciones en buenas condiciones y con-

servarlas en mejor estado.
